
Petal: Outer part 

of the flower, 

often colored 

Stigma: Top of the 

carpel. Receives 

the pollen during 

fertilization.

Style: Middle of the 

carpel; tube on top 

of the ovary.

Ovary: Bottom part 

of the carpel; the 

female 

reproductive organ

Ovule: 

Reproductive cell 

that will become a 

seed when fertilized

Peduncle: stem

Anther: Top of 

the stamen; 

contains pollen, 

the male 

reproductive cell

Filament: 

Middle of the 

stamen; holds 

the anther

Petal

Sepal: Small 

leaves under the 

flower {Calyx: all 

the sepals}

Carpel/Pistil: 

Female 

Reproductive part; 

Stigma + Style + 

Ovary

Stamen: Male 

Reproductive part; 

Anther + Filament
